Chairman’s Report

Yet again I am pleased to report that it has been another successful year for CSSC Cardiff.

Since the formation of this committee in 2004, each year has been a learning curve for us. Building on the successes of last year, we have continued to run events which have proven very popular with our members, repeating trips to Chepstow and Swindon races, the Balmoral mini cruise and in particular the London Theatre trips, where the numbers have increase each time. We introduced new events, ie Centre Parcs and The Clothes Show, which were so successful that, after receiving requests from members, we plan to run again.
In an effort to strike a balance between the sports and social side, we also arranged taster days for Bowls and Tennis, but unfortunately, due to lack of interest, these were cancelled.  However, we continued to support our members who took part in both regional & local CSSC events such as the CSSC & Celtic Games, Fly Fishing, Golf, Tennis, Volleyball, Cycling, Bowls, Netball and Five-a-side Foot ball, to name just a few.   
We have also been heavily involved in the Kids Football & Multisport camps which were run throughout the school holidays.
One of our goals this year was to reach as many Cardiff members as possible, a massive task in itself, especially as our boundaries have now been extended.  Through our independent website, awareness campaigns, advertisement in Leisure Scene and regular email updates, we have greatly improved the communication channels to our members.  We also launched the ‘Retired Project’, sending letters and flyers to ensure we included members of all ages. 
Always open to suggestions, we have increased our range of offers and discounts, offering reductions on many varied interests (eg. the Tutankhamen Exhibition, RHS Flower Show, Techniquest, Cardiff Sightseeing Tour, Dr Who 
Exhibition etc).  The ever popular reduction on theatre tickets and Sports & Leisure Centres has been extended indefinitely in an effort to encourage our members to take full advantage of their membership.

We held several free prize draws to win tickets to one day cricket events and FA Cup games, as well as loaning season tickets weekly for Cardiff Blues, Cardiff City, Glamorgan Cricket and the National Trust.
Once again our Xmas prize draw was a huge success this year with the number of entries increasing substantially. This was preceded by a Summer Prize draw which also attracted new members.
Summary

CSSC Cardiff is going from strength to strength. We have increased the number of organised trips we run and the offers/discounts available. Membership is increasing as more Civil Servants become aware of what we have to offer. Our website is well established and the much improved communications channels have enabled us to reach more members than ever before.
