Welcome to the AGM of CSSC Cardiff.

My name is Tracey Barry & I am Chair of the Area Association.  Also joining me today is Debbie Walsh (Vice Chair), Keith Bezant (Treasurer), Carole Harries (Secretary), Juliet Sidney (CSSC Wales) and the other members of the Area Committee.

I am very pleased to report that it has been another successful year for CSSC Cardiff Area.

During this time we have extended our range to not only continue to offer our members great discounts, but have also given them the opportunity to take part in the trips we have organised (e.g. Chepstow & Bath races, the Balmoral Mini Cruise and London Theatre weekends). 

These have proven to be a real success, in particular the Theatre trips which have been well supported, with over fifty people attending the last one.
In an effort to diversify and involve a wider spectrum, we have shown that we are happy to support various events/ pastimes, including a Fly Fishing taster day, the Companies House Astronomy Club, Kid's Football Camps, Celtic Games and CSSC National Bowls tournament.

One of our biggest successes has been the Xmas prize draw.  Over £4000 was spent this year on numerous prizes which attracted the largest number of entrants so far at 500.  Together with help from Michele Adams, Juliet Sydney and their awareness campaign, this has not only increased the number of new members, but has also helped us to establish the Area Committee with our existing members.

Another major achievement has been the launch of our website.  This is independent to the main CSSC website and is used to advertise offers, trips, events and general news, with links to other relevant CSSC sites.  It is also used to publish reports from those members who have taken part in our events / trips and is an excellent way of advertising, with some very positive views being expressed.
